e The Official Draw will be conducted by Sport Data through an electronic draw

e Two rings will be used until the Quarter-finals phase

e Medals will be distributed to the first 4 boxers of each weigh category (1 Gold, 1
Silver, 2 Bronze)

e The Technical Delegate of the event is to be decided

e The Event will be officiated by IBA International Technical Officials and IBA 3 Star-cer-
tified Referees and Judges, all appointed by IBA

b. Prize Money

The IBA Women'’s World Championships will have a prize money of USD 2.4 Million split across 12
weight classes and gold, silver and bronze medallists.

Medal Prize Money
Gold UsD 100,000
Silver USD 50,000
Bronze USD 25,000
Bronze USD 25,000

An athlete must win at least one bout in order to be eligible to earn the designated prize
money. In the case that there is only one athlete present in a particular category, she will
not be entitled to the prize money.

To avoid doubt:

a. If the athlete has a win by Walkover (WO), and is a medallist, she will be entitled to
receive the prize money.

b. If the athlete has a loss and no wins, and is a medallist, she is not entitled to receive the
prize money.




c. Sport Entries Check

The Sport Entries Check will take place on March 14 and 15, 2022. Teams will be informed of
the exact date and time of their appointment during accreditation after arrival. Please make
sure to arrive at New Delhi, India on or before March 13, 2022.

Each Team delegation can appoint a maximum of 2 persons to attend the Sport Entries
Check. IBA recommends each team to send the Team Manager and/or the Team Doctor
and/or the Head Coach.

Each Team Delegation’s representatives will have a 10-minute appointment with IBA Officials
to confirm the entry list of their delegation, the spelling of boxers’ names, the uniforms,
national flag and anthem and to present the official documents listed below to IBA.

Anti-doping controls will be conducted in accordance with the IBA Anti-Doping Rules
and the World Anti-Doping Code. We want to remind you that according to WADA
regulations, from 2016, blood testing may be conducted during IBA Competitions.

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18. HOST CITY - NEW DELHI, INDIA

Delhi is the capital city of India, located in Northern India. Delhi's culture has been
influenced by its lengthy history and historic association as the capital of India though a
strong Punjabi Influence can is evident in its current language, dress and cuisine.

Notable for its flowerlike shape, it has become a prominent attraction in the city. Like all
other Baha’i Houses of Worship, the Lotus Temple is open to all, regardless of religion or

any other qualification.
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The historical capital city, Delhi is a foodies’ paradise. From street food to international cuisines,
it is also one of the only places in India to offer a wide variety of street food options. Anyone
who has been to the city can tell you that it’s a healthy and muddled mix of cultures that’s led to
a warm bonhomie amongst its residents and visitors. From the old-world lanes of Chandni
Chowk to the more imperial set up in Connaught Place, Delhi.
